PRESENTING CLINICAL SIGNS 
History: Diagnosed with DCM in April 2022. Receiving pimobendan 10 mg BID, taurine, carprofen, 
and cefpodoxime. 
 
ECHOCARDIOGRAPHIC FINDINGS 
2D, M-mode, and Doppler study.  
 
Left atrial size is normal. The mitral valve appears normal, though mild mitral regurgitation is 
present. There is mild left ventricular dilation. There is very mild left ventricular systolic 
dysfunction. The aorta and aortic valve are normal. Right atrial and right ventricular dimensions 
are normal. The tricuspid valve is normal. The pulmonary artery and pulmonic valve are normal. 
No shunting lesions are visualized. No heartworms are visualized. No pericardial effusion or 
cardiac masses are seen.   

LA – 48.6 mm 
LVIDd – 55.1 mm 
LVIDs – 41.9 mm  
FS – 24% 
LVOT – 1.76 m/s 
RVOT – 1.28 m/s 
 
 
ASSESSMENT/RECOMMENDATIONS 
Dilated cardiomyopathy (DCM) 
 
This examination demonstrates some improvement compared to Wyatt’s previous 
echocardiogram, as he now has only very mild depression of his left ventricular systolic function 
and his left atrial size is normal. Given this improvement, Wyatt’s current risk for the development 
of clinical signs secondary to his cardiac disease, such as coughing, exercise intolerance, syncope, 
labored breathing, and abdominal distension, appears to be fairly low, though careful monitoring 
for these signs is still recommended. 
 
No change therapy is recommended based on this exam. 
 
A recheck echocardiogram is recommended in ~6 months, sooner if new clinical signs compatible 
with cardiac dysfunction develop.
