PRESENTING CLINICAL SIGNS
History: New murmur. BNP 222. Asymptomatic.

ECHOCARDIOGRAPHIC FINDINGS
2D, M-mode, and Doppler study.

Left atrial size is normal. Left ventricular wall thickness is normal. Left ventricular internal
dimensions are normal. Left ventricular systolic function is hyperdynamic. The aorta and aortic
valve are normal. Right atrial and right ventricular dimensions are normal. The tricuspid valve is
normal. The pulmonary artery and pulmonic valve are normal. No pericardial effusion or cardiac
masses are seen.

ASSESSMENT/RECOMMENDATIONS
Normal echocardiogram

This examination demonstrates no evidence of structural heart disease. As such, no reason for
Sebastian’s elevated BNP level is appreciated in the image set. It’s possible that the elevation
could be afalse positive, though consideration should also be given to other causes of BNP
elevations in cats, such as azotemia, hyperthyroidism, and systemic hypertension.

While no reason for Sebastian’s murmur was identified, it’s likely that his murmur is
functional/innocent in nature, as no flow abnormalities that could result in the development of a
pathologic murmur were appreciated in the image set.

No therapy is recommended is recommended based on this exam.

A recheck echocardiogram is recommended if the characteristics of Sebastian’s murmur change,
or if other new physical exam and/or clinical abnormalities suggestive of cardiac dysfunction
develop.
