PRESENTING CLINICAL SIGNS 

History: Grade 2-3/6 heart murmur.  

-Pertinent abnormal PE/Chem/CBC/UA Results:  Mild azotemic, BNP 98. 

-Current medications: None. 

-Blood Pressure: 135mmHg 

-Sedation used: Not required to complete full diagnostic ultrasound. 

-Pertinent previous ultrasound results: No previous. 

-STAT: Not requested.  

Imaging performed by: Stephanie Warga RDCS, RVT.  

 

ECHOCARDIOGRAM FINDINGS  

2D, m-mode, color flow and doppler imaging is available. The left ventricular wall is normal in 

dimension. There is a mildly hyperechoic endocardium consistent with fibrosis. The papillary muscles 

are normal. The endocardium also appears remodeled. The left atrium is normal in size. The right 

atrium is normal in size. Moderate TR. Borderline velocity. The right ventricle appears normal. The 

mitral valve is normal in structure and mobility. Blood flow through both the LVOT and RVOT is normal 

in velocity. No pleural or pericardial effusion seen. No obvious cardiac tumors.

INTERPRETATION OF THE FINDINGS & FURTHER RECOMMENDATIONS 

The only abnormality identified is moderate TR. TR in cats is typically benign/physiologic; however, 

the quantity is significant and concerning in this case. The velocity is borderline without significant 

pulmonary hypertension identified. The right atrium does not appear dilated at this time, indicating 

stability. The left heart is normal with no hypertrophy or LA seen and no additional issues are 

identified.

Given these findings, no medications are indicated.  

 

Prognosis is guarded prior to assessing for progression.  

 

Anesthetic risk is considered mild. With this degree of remodeling and diastolic stiffening, there is an 

elevated risk for fluid overload in this patient and judicious IV fluid use is recommended. Heart rate 

stimulating drugs such as atropine, glycopyrrolate or ketamine should be avoided unless medically 

necessary. 

 

Recommend recheck echocardiogram in 6-12 months to assess for progression.
