RESENTING CLINICAL SIGNS 
History: Arrhythmia ausculted. No murmur. Asymptomatic. ECG shows a sinus arrhythmia. 
 
ECHOCARDIOGRAPHIC FINDINGS 
2D, M-mode, and Doppler study.   
 
Left atrial size is normal. The mitral valve appears normal, though trace mitral regurgitation is 
present. Left ventricular dimensions are normal. Left ventricular systolic function is normal. The 
aorta and aortic valve are normal. Right atrial and right ventricular dimensions are normal. The 
tricuspid valve appears normal, though trace tricuspid regurgitation is present. The pulmonary 
artery and pulmonic valve are normal.  No shunting lesions are visualized. No pericardial effusion 
or cardiac masses are seen. 

LA – 34.4 mm 
LVIDd – 37.5 mm 
LVIDs –25.8 mm 
FS – 31% 
LVOT – 1.76 m/s 
RVOT – 1.25 m/s 
 
ASSESSMENT/RECOMMENDATIONS 
Normal echocardiogram 
 
This examination demonstrates no evidence of structural heart disease, as trace regurgitation of 
blood across Finley’s mitral and tricuspid valves can be considered normal physiologic variants. 
 
Finley’s ECG demonstrates the presence of a sinus arrhythmia, which is likely secondary to the 
presence of elevated vagal tone. To confirm this, another ECG can be performed immediately 
after exercise or following the administration of atropine, as these should eliminated the sinus 
arrhythmia if it is vagally-mediated. 
 
No therapy is recommended based on these exams. 
 
A recheck echocardiogram is recommended if new physical exam and/or clinical abnormalities 
suggestive of the presence of cardiac dysfunction develop.
