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PRESENTING CLINICAL SIGNS
History:        L hip dermal/sc tumor 4 x 3 1/2cm
Abnormal PE/Chem/CBC/UA Results:        3 view radiographs negative for metastasis.
ULTRASONOGRAPHIC EXAMINATION OF THE ABDOMEN 
Urinary System

Urinary bladder is mildly to moderately distended with anechoic contents. Apical urinary bladder wall is diffusely thick. The bladder wall measures 0.82 cm.  Mucosa is hyperechoic and irregular. No masses or cystoliths are observed. The trigone and visible pelvic urethra are normal thickness with a smooth mucosal surface.

Prostate is normal in size, echotexture and echogenicity for a neutered male.

Left kidney is normal in size (7.8 cm), shape and echogenicity. It has smooth peripheral margination and appropriate corticomedullary distinction. There is no pyelectasia noted. No mineral is observed.

Right kidney is normal in size (7.7 cm), shape and echogenicity. It has smooth peripheral margination and appropriate corticomedullary distinction. There is no pyelectasia noted. No mineral is observed.

Adrenal Glands

Left adrenal gland is normal in size (0.6 cm at cranial pole and 0.7 cm at caudal pole), shape and contour. Corticomedullary structure is unremarkable.

Right adrenal gland is normal in size (0.87 cm at cranial pole and 0.69 cm at caudal pole), shape and contour. Corticomedullary structure is unremarkable.
Spleen
Spleen is subjectively normal in size with normal smooth margins. Parenchyma is normal in echogenicity and echotexture. No focal nodules or masses are observed. Splenic vasculature appears normal.

Liver
Liver is subjectively normal in size. Margins are sharp and smooth. It has normal homogenous echotexture and normal echogenicity. No focal lesions are observed. Visible vasculature appears normal. Gallbladder is mildly distended with anechoic contents. The wall is smooth without visible thickening. There is no evidence of common bile duct dilation. 
Gastrointestinal
The visible gastric wall is normal in thickness (canine < 0.5 cm and feline < 0.4 cm). The stomach is empty.  

The small intestines are normal in wall thickness and layering. Small intestinal motility appears adequate (1-3 contractions per min). There are no luminal contents noted within small intestines.

Colon is normal in wall thickness (< 0.2 cm) and layering.

Pancreas
Pancreas has normal homogenous echotexture and is normal in echogenicity and smooth margination. There is no evidence of peripancreatic inflammation.

Free Abdomen

No apparent free fluid including pericardial effusion is noted in these images. There is an enlarged, irregular, heterogenous medial iliac lymph node that measures 2.0 x 3.0 cm and is surrounded by enhanced, hyperechoic fat. 
ULTRASONOGRAPHIC FINDINGS

PRIMARY FINDINGS:

Medial iliac lymphadenopathy. Concerning for metastatic disease given the patient’s historical mass. Reactive lymphadenopathy cannot be ruled out, but is considered less likely. 

SECONDARY FINDINGS:

Chronic Cystitis – Urinary bladder wall changes are most consistent with chronic cystitis. Infiltrative neoplasia cannot be ruled out but is considered less likely give the location and diffuse nature of the changes.
INTERPRETATION OF THE FINDINGS & FURTHER RECOMMENDATIONS

Recommendations for this patient include FNA of the enlarged lymph node if possible before surgery or if elected the lymph node could be removed at the time of surgery for the mass removal. If surgery is elected without further investigation of the lymph node then a recheck ultrasound of the medial iliac lymph node is recommended in 4-6 weeks.
