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PRESENTING CLINICAL SIGNS
History:        Bilateral symmetrical thinking of hair and alopecia. Patient also only has one scrotal testicle present.
T4 mild elevation value 56 range 13-53 mild elevation of cholesterol. FreeT4 markedly elevated and TSH is 4 x high normal.

ULTRASONOGRAPHIC EXAMINATION 
Adrenal Glands

Both adrenal glands were imaged and found to be uniform with no evidence of pathology. 
Thyroid
The cervical thyroid region was imaged. The left lobe measured 0.5 cm. The right lobe measured 0.5 cm. The parathyroids were of normal size and measured up to 0.25 cm. 
The trachea, salivary glands and regional tissues are all normal. 
ULTRASONOGRAPHIC FINDINGS

There was no evidence of pathology in the thyroid, parathyroid or adrenal glands.
INTERPRETATION OF THE FINDINGS & FURTHER RECOMMENDATIONS
Given the alopecia and the intact cryptorchid status in this patient I recommend orchiectomy and reassessment of the dermal/alopecia presentation after 8-12 weeks post neuter.
