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PRESENTING CLINICAL SIGNS

History:  Recent vomiting (often food and hair) with weight loss (approx 1# in the past year)
Abnormal PE/Chem/CBC/UA Results:  12/11/25: - CBC: RBC low normal, no apparent inflammation -
Chemistry panel: kidney and liver values normal, one kidney parameter (BUN) borderline elevated (30) -
T4: normal (not hyperthyroid) - Urinalysis: no protein, acceptable concentration for age, culture
negative

ULTRASONOGRAPHIC EXAMINATION OF THE ABDOMEN

Urinary System

The urinary bladder, trigone, and pelvic urethra presented normal thicknesses and normal tone. The
pelvic urethra was imaged 2.0 cm beyond the cystourethral junction and appeared normal. The ureters
were not visible which is normal. No uroliths or sediment were visualized and anechoic urine was
present. No evidence of inflammatory or neoplastic changes was noted. Ureteral papillae were normal.

The left kidney revealed an anechoic 0.5 cm cyst at the caudal pole with slight adjacent cortical collapse
and mild loss of corticomedullary definition. There is mild loss of corticomedullary definition. The left
kidney measured 3.8 cm. The right kidney was normal in size and structure measuring 4.0 cm.

Adrenal Glands

Both adrenal glands were visualized and recognized as having normal shape, size, position and
echogenicity for this breed. The phrenic vasculature, glandular echogenicity and detail were
unremarkable. Capsule, cortex, and medullary definition were normal for this age patient.

Spleen

The spleen was mildly enlarged with uniform, but subtly micronodular parenchyma, and undulating
capsular contour. This is consistent with reactive spleen owing to immune stimulus or early infiltrative
disease such as mast cell disease or lymphoma. 25-gauge FNA would be ideal if weight loss is an issue to
differentiate early round cell neoplasia versus splenitis or reactive spleen all of which can present in this
manner. The spleen measured up 1.2 cm.

Liver

The liver was enlarged with irregular contour and hypoechoic parenchyma. The gallbladder and
common bile duct were unremarkable.

Gastrointestinal

Examination of the gastrointestinal tract revealed a stomach and intestine free of stasis, of normal wall
thickness, acceptable curvilinear mural detail, and peristaltic activity. Small and large intestine
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demonstrated normal luminal chyme and stool consistency respectively. No obstructive or overt
infiltrative disease was noted. No associated abnormal lymphatic activity was noted.

Pancreas

The pancreas was prominent and mildly irregular. History of pancreatitis is likely.

ULTRASONOGRAPHIC FINDINGS
Splenohepatomegaly.

Minor gallbladder sand was noted.
Chronic pancreatic changes.

Left renal cyst and mild degenerative changes.

INTERPRETATION OF THE FINDINGS & FURTHER RECOMMENDATIONS

| am concerned about occult neoplasia in the spleen and liver in this patient; therefore, screening FNA of
the spleen and liver is recommended. The prognosis is guarded depending upon cytology results.
