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PRESENTING CLINICAL SIGNS

Small amounts of urine 12/2, Yesterday started going between litter boxes without producing except
for marble-sized output. Vomited up pain meds, and then again a couple hours later. Gave Buprenex. Pt.
still could not go to the bathroom and stayed in the same position until this morning when they were
able to get in to rDVM this afternoon.

Abnormal PE/Chem/CBC/UA Results: Abdomen: Tense on palpation, not overtly painful
Cardiovascular: Grade 1 out of 6 L systolic heart murmur Oral Cavity: Abnormal: several missing teeth,
moderate tarter General Appearance: Quiet, alert and responsive Hydration: Moderate dehydration
Doing poorly,, UA shows bacteria and patient has inappropriately low urine concentration for the mild
azotemia (USG 1.034, CRE 2.6, BUN 42).

LIMITED ULTRASONOGRAPHIC EXAMINATION

Urinary System

The urinary bladder, trigone, and pelvic urethra presented normal thicknesses and normal tone. The
ureters were not visible which is normal. No uroliths or sediment were visualized and anechoic urine
was present. No evidence of inflammatory or neoplastic changes were noted. Ureteral papillae were
normal. The pelvic urethra was imaged 1.0 cm beyond the cystourethral junction.

The left kidney presented irregular contour with infarcts and pericapsular inflammatory pattern.
Adequate blood flow on power doppler assessment. Left kidney measured 3.71 cm. The right kidney
presented similar changes but with less inflammation. Right kidney measured 3.37 cm.

ULTRASONOGRAPHIC FINDINGS

e Acute on chronic nephritis pattern with mild potential for emerging round cell
neoplasia/lymphoma.

INTERPRETATION OF THE FINDINGS & FURTHER RECOMMENDATIONS

25-gauge FNA of the left renal cortex with cytology and culture indicated after coagulation panel. Blood
pressure, IV fluid support, urine culture, broad-spectrum antibiotics, and pain management all indicated.
The patient may have passed a calculus recently, yet no obstructive disease noted at the time of the
sonogram.
