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PRESENTING CLINICAL SIGNS

History: re check prev u/s on 4/17 showed inflamed gallbladder mucocele owners declined surgery dog
is doing ok actually a little brighter

ULTRASONOGRAPHIC EXAMINATION OF THE ABDOMEN

Urinary System

The urinary bladder, trigone, and pelvic urethra presented normal thicknesses and normal tone. The
ureters were not visible which is normal. No uroliths or sediment were visualized and anechoic urine
was present. No evidence of inflammatory or neoplastic changes were noted. Ureteral papillae were
normal. The pelvic urethra was imaged 2.0 cm beyond the cystourethral junction.

The kidneys revealed largely normal size and structure, corticomedullary definition and ratio (cortex
1/3 of medulla) were essentially maintained with some moderate age-related loss of curvilinear
patterns regarding the capsule and C/M junction. The cortices presented largely uniform texture with
some increased echogenicity expected for his age patient. Medullary structure differed distinctly from
that of the cortex and no evidence of pelvic dilation was present. The right kidney measured 4.72 cm.
The left kidney measured 4.12 cm.

Adrenal Glands

The left adrenal gland was slightly irregular, similar to the prior sonogram. The left adrenal gland
measured 1.64 cm x 0.86 cm at the cranial pole and 0.57 cm at the cranial pole.

The right adrenal gland was normal in size and contour, measuring 3.01 cm x 1.07 cm at the cranial
pole and 0.7 cm at the caudal pole.

Spleen

The spleen presented a smooth homogeneous parenchyma hyperechoic to liver and renal cortical
parenchyma. The capsule was smooth without noticeable expansion or deviation from within the
spleen or adjacent pathology. The splenic vasculature demonstrated normal volume without signs of
congestion or thrombosis. No sonographic evidence of acute or chronic inflammatory, neoplastic, or
infarctual changes were noted.

Liver

The liver itself revealed an adjacent abscessation that has developed, apical to the gallbladder itself,
likely owing to rupture and leakage. The inflamed gallbladder mucocele is persistent and continually
inflamed, mildly improved from the prior sonogram. The common bile duct was persistently dilated
with inspissated debris, measuring 1.4 cm.

Gastrointestinal

The stomach revealed a moderate amount of luminal fluid accumulation with pronounced mucosal
hypertrophy. The small intestine and colon were unremarkable.

Pancreas

The base and limbs of the pancreas were observed to be largely isoechoic to surrounding omental
fat. Pancreatic duct and capsular contour were acceptably normal and parenchyma respected normal
curvilinear patterns. No overt evidence of active inflammatory or neoplastic disease was noted.
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ULTRASONOGRAPHIC FINDINGS

e Gallbladder mucocele, progressive inflammation and localized abscess. Persistently dilated
common bile duct (with inspissated debris).

e  Concurrent gastritis
e Slightly irregular left adrenal gland, similar to the prior sonogram

e Age-related renal changes
