PRESENTING CLINICAL SIGNS 

 

History: Niche is a 2 year survivor of colon cancer after surgical and chemotherapeutic treatment. He 

is currently doing well. Xrays were ordered to follow/surveil Niche for indications of recurrence 

Abnormal PE/Chem/CBC/UA Results: PE-wnl, Rectal eval-wnl, labs and AUS are pending 

 

RADIOGRAPHIC STUDY OF THE THORAX 

 
The body condition score is 5/9 with little intrathoracic fat.  

 

The bony structures appear physiological.  

 

The lungs are in contact with the thoracic boundaries and the tips are pointed. The lobar vessels are 

visible. The bronchial tree is highlighted in the periphery, especially on the right.  

 

A mild mediastinal shift to the right is present. 

 

The cardiac silhouette occupies 75% of the chest height and 2.5 intercostal spaces. No chamber or 

outflow tract enlargement is evident.  

 

RADIOGRAPHIC DIAGNOSIS 

 

• Interstitial pattern 

 

INTERPRETATION OF THE FINDINGS & FURTHER RECOMMENDATIONS 

 

I can see no nodular opacities or lymphadenomegaly.  

 

A localized, interstitial lung pattern is a non-specific finding and is most likely the result of lateral 

recumbency prior to the orthogonal view; as indicated by the mediastinal shift. 
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The information and recommendations provided are based on the images presented by the 

referring veterinarian. No evaluation can be communicated regarding pathology that was not 

visible in the image/video clips provided.
