Cardiac Presentation

The left ventricular wall was remodeled with regions of mild asymmetry. Overtly normal endocardium
echogenicity was present with potential for mild LV fibrosis. Mildly prominent to remodeled papillary
muscles were present. LV systolic function was adequate as evidenced by the FS measurement. No
evidence of LV or RV enlargement. The left atrium was normal in size with anechoic content. No
evidence of LA spontaneous contrast or smoke. The right atrium is normal in size. The mitral valve
exhibited mild thickening without overt MR on Doppler. No obvious TR on Doppler. Blood flow
through the LVOT and RVOT was normal in measured velocity. No evidence of pericardial or pleural
effusion. No cardiac tumors were present.

ULTRASONOGRAPHIC FINDINGS

e  Overtly normal cardiac function with mild LV myocardial remodeling
e  Normal left atrium

INTERPRETATION OF THE FINDINGS & FURTHER RECOMMENDATIONS

No evidence of overt structural or functional cardiomyopathy with mild LV myocardial remodeling
present. This does not appear to be a functional issue at this stage given normal LV functionality and
lack of LA enlargement. No indication for cardiac medications. Recheck echo recommended in 6-12
months, sooner if clinical signs of cardiac disease arise.
