INTERPRETATION OF THE FINDINGS & FURTHER RECOMMENDATIONS

HOSPITAL NAME The radiographic study reveals relatively symmetric changes in both stifles. There are moderate
osteoarthritic changes with articular swelling of the stifles in both hind limbs with radiographic
Boca Park Animal evidence of cranial cruciate ligament failure. The osteoarthritic changes appear to be more
Hospital pronounced on the left side. The disease may be longer standing in the left hind limb which is

further supported by the more pronounced muscle atrophy in the left hind limb. However, part of
the stifle instability may be compensated by capsular fibrosis and the clinical signs may be more
REFERRING VET severe on the right side at this point. Nevertheless, the disease should be considered bilateral.
