Hudson Coffin Hudson presents for multiple nose bleeds and upper airway dyspnea for the past two weeks.

Owner reports he is also having trouble swallowing food. He is eating and no history of vomiting.
Following CT, Hudson was transferred to the endoscopy suite for rhinoscopy. The

SPECIES nasopharyngeal region was evaluated with a flexible endoscope placed through the oral cavity.
Each nasal passage was evaluated with a rigid endoscope. Swabs for bacterial and fungal culture
Canine and mucosal biopsies were collected. Dilute epinephrine drops were placed in each nostril to

control minor bleeding.

SEX An irregular shaped ill-defined mineralizing mass is seen within the mid and caudal third of the
MN left nasal cavity. The mass measures approximately 9.0 cm in length and 3.5 cm in diameter. The
soft tissue component of the mass extends into and occupies the nasal fundus. Polyostotic
aggressive osteolysis of the neighboring bones including the palatinal, vomer, maxillary, and nasal
bones is seen.

There is periodontal disease of the triadan 208.

Final diagnosis will require sampling for histology. The findings are not compatible with rhinitis
and the biological behavior of the mass is considered aggressive.
