Hunter Moderate ventrally bridging spondyloses are seen between T3 and T4, and T5 and Té.
The degree of pulmonary inflation is fair.

The large abdominal volume appears to reduce the thoracic volume.

There is a lobar alveolar sign with maintained pulmonary volume affecting the right middle lobe.
INTERPRETED BY The remainder of the lung presents a mild bronchointerstitial increase in opacity with regular

BREED INTERPRETATION OF THE FINDINGS & FURTHER RECOMMENDATIONS
Lab Retriever Mix Differential diagnosis for the lobar alveolar sign includes lobar pneumonia, lobar neoplasia, and

less likely lobar hemorrhage. Atelectasis does not seem to be an applicable differential diagnosis
in this case owing to the preserved pulmonary volume. Consider recheck radiographs and

SEX ultrasound guided fine needle aspiration using a right parasternal intercostal approach for
further definition should the radiographic findings be stationary.

Hunter
The radiographic study of the abdomen reveals a maldigestion pattern. No evidence of

mechanical ileus is seen. The findings parallel the history of diarrhea.
