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PRESENTING CLINICAL SIGNS 
 
History:  Presented for annual exam on 5/27 with complaint of "urine odor". On PE, p had urine 
scalding at vulva with swelling. Attempted cysto but visualized intra-mural structural (r/o tumor, polyp, 
inflammation, clot), so did not perform cysto. Free catch urine performed.  
*Study limited to urinary system* 
 
Abnormal PE/Chem/CBC/UA Results:   Blood 2+, RBC 21-50 (note no bacteria or WBC)  
 
LIMITED ULTRASONOGRAPHIC EXAMINATION  
 
Urinary System 
The urinary bladder is full with focal irregular thickening of the dorsal bladder wall (approximately 1.00 
cm in length). The lesion appears to be intramural, with a mottled, echogenic appearance, and small 
amount of shadowing. The rest of the bladder wall has a normal thickness and smooth appearance. 
Normal anechoic urine with no sediment or uroliths evident.  
 
Normal appearance of the trigone area, proximal urethra. 
 
Illiac Lymph Nodes 
Not visualized.  
 
Kidneys 
Both kidneys measure 4.00 cm in length. Nothing further to add, as there are no other images 
submitted.

INTERPRETATION OF THE FINDINGS & FURTHER RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
Etiologies for the focal thickening of the bladder wall would be neoplasia, granulomatous reaction, 
chronic cystitis, adhered hematoma, and adhered mineralized sediment.  
 
Further assessment would be urine culture, and if possible, a catheter-assisted aspirate or biopsy of 
the lesion. Cystotomy with resection of that section of the bladder wall may however be required for a 
final etiological diagnosis, as well as being  therapeutic.
