DSH The bony and surrounding soft tissue structures are within normal limits.
The sternal, cranial mediastinal and tracheobronchial lymph nodes are small elongated with a

uniform and considered within normal limits.
The cardiovascular structures including the pulmonary vasculature are within normal limits.

The bronchial tree presents with regular branching and tapers uniformly towards the periphery

AGE as expected, the bronchial walls are thin and smooth. The bronchus-to-artery ratio is within
normal limits.
7 Years
The lung parenchyma presents the expected architecture and attenuation behavior.
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Small incidental gas pockets are seen within the esophageal lumen, there is no evidence of
abnormal dilation.

Abdomen

The serosal fat presents normal attenuation behavior. There is no evidence of peritoneal effusion
or peritonitis.

Both kidneys present within normal limits for size, shape and organ architecture. After contrast
administration a bilaterally symmetric and uniform nephro- and pyelogram is noted.

The adrenal glands are within normal limits for size, shape and organ architecture.

Both liver and spleen present with normal shape, even surface, uniformly attenuating
parenchyma and homogeneous contrast enhancement, unremarkable.

The pancreas is evenly contoured, the pancreatic parenchyma is homogeneous and presents
uniform contrast enhancement.
