History: Acute RF lameness and crying in pain at home, no pain elicited upon examination
Abnormal PE/Chem/CBC/UA Results:

RADIOGRAPHIC STUDY OF THE FRONT LIMB

Radiographs of the right elbow and carpal joint are provided for review.

RADIOGRAPHIC FINDINGS

The osseous structures of right elbow are within normal limits.

Cranial to the proximal segment of the right radius, a mild subcutaneous soft tissue swelling is visible.
The osseous and soft tissue structures of the carpal joint are within normal limits.

RADIOGRAPHIC DIAGNOSIS

e Suspect subcutaneous soft tissue swelling cranioproximal aspect right antebrachium

INTERPRETATION OF THE FINDINGS & FURTHER RECOMMENDATIONS

There is a subjective subcutaneous swelling at the cranial aspect of the proximal aspect of the
antebrachium, top differentials include trauma + hematoma formation or steatitis (e.g., insect bite,
bite wound?). Check if swelling can be appreciated clinically. The osseous structures present without
abnormalities.
