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PRESENTING CLINICAL SIGNS 

Previous CT #1773858126 March 18/26. repeat CT today as previous results were inconclusive. 
No epistaxis since. but still sneezes 3-4 times weekly. 

COMPUTED TOMOGRAPHIC STUDY OF THE SKULL 

A high resolution pre- and post-contrast CT study of the skull is provided for review. 

COMPUTED TOMOGRAPHIC FINDINGS 

Triadan 303 is absent. 

Mild focal consolidation of the nasal cavity is appreciated along with localized mild mucosal thickening. 

Both temporomandibular joints present congruent joint spaces with even subchondral bone surfaces 
and are considered within normal limits. 

In the left tympanic bulla, a very small amount of fluid attenuating material is attached to the wall; the 
osseous wall of the left tympanic bulla is mildly thickened and smooth. The external ear canals are 
within normal limits. 

The brain presents no deviation from normal anatomy and symmetry. The brain parenchyma is 
homogeneous and within normal limits for attenuation and distribution of contrast enhancement. The 
ventricular system is non-dilated and symmetric. 

The submandibular and medial retropharyngeal lymph nodes are small and elongated with a normal 
short-to-long-axis-ratio is < 0.5, the attenuation and contrast enhancement pattern is uniform. 

COMPUTED TOMOGRAPHIC DIAGNOSIS 

• Right sided mild rhinitis – regressive 
• Left sided chronic mild otitis media 

INTERPRETATION OF THE FINDINGS & FURTHER RECOMMENDATIONS 

 The findings are regressive in comparison to the preceding CT series, supporting the diagnosis of 
rhinitis – in feline patients’ primary viral origin is likely. Due to the unilateral distribution of the rhinitis, 
nasal foreign body can be a potential, but in regards to the chronicity of clinical signs I would expect a 
more destructive pattern.
